	MARKET BOOTH  FEES AND PAYMENT

	· The Vendor Booth Non-member Rate is $20.00 per 10x10 sq. ft. space, maximum of 2 vendor spaces per Market Day; no membership is required. 20$ Vendor Fee must be paid in advance. 

· The Vendor Booth Member Rate is $5.00 per 10x10 sq. ft. space, maximum of 2 vendor spaces per Market Day; there is a one-time annual Vendor Membership fee of $40 required to join. 40$ Vendor Membership Fee must be paid in advance. 5$ Vendor Fee must be paid to the Market Coordinator on the Market Day in which the Market Vendor is participating. 

· Vendors may pay in advance for the entire season. A discount of 20% will apply to the vendors who pay for the entire season on or before April 23rd, 2011. 
· The Market is an outdoor open-air market. There are no refunds for inclement weather.


	MARKET  SEASON / LOCATION

	· The Denton Community Market is an open-air artist’s and farmer’s market that occurs every Saturday beginning the first Saturday in May and continuing through December, rain or shine. The Market is located at Carroll Blvd. and Mulberry St. in Denton, Texas.




	MARKET  RULES

	· A Temporary Food Establishment permit is required from the City of Denton for all prepared food vendors. The application must be completed at least two business days before Market Day. There is a $20.00 application fee. The application can be completed at the city’s website, www.cityofdenton.com or by visiting: http://www.cityofdenton.com/Modules/ShowDocument.aspx?documentid=5283  
· This Vendor Application is effective for the entire Market Season in which the Vendor is applying unless revoked sooner for a cause due to the Vendor’s violation of the contract.

· The Vendor Application is not transferable. If a business changes ownership a renewal application must be submitted for approval. 
· The Market does not provide tables, chairs or awnings for Market Vendors. Vendors are responsible for providing their own tables, chairs and awnings which must fit entirely within their booth space. Vendor awnings are highly recommended. 
· Vendors must be in place by 9:00 a.m. NO EXCEPTIONS. 

· After booth setup, vehicles must be moved from the loading area to the designated Vendor Parking Lot.

· The deadline for Vendor Applications is at 5:00 p.m. seven days before participation in the Market Day for which the vendor is applying. 

· Vendors must have a valid Texas Sales Tax ID number to participate in the Market. A Tax ID number can be obtained online at https://sa1.www4.irs.gov/modiein/individual/index.jsp 

· Teas coffees, honey, canned, preserved and baked items must be prepared in a certified commercial kitchen and labeled according to regulatory requirements of the Federal Drug Administration (FDA.) · No food or drink products may be sold unless approved by the Denton Community Market Committee.

· No additional items may be sold unless approved by the Denton Community Market Committee.

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REQUIREMENTS FOR MARKET FOOD VENDORS

1. All foods must be commercially produced prepackaged items from a licensed facility or commissary. A manufacturing license from the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) may be required.
2. All foods must be sold retail only. Without proper wholesale licenses, sales to restaurants are prohibited.

3. All prepackaged foods must be properly labeled.

4. All refrigerated foods must meet the requirements of the Texas Administrative Code (TAC) Title 25, Chapter 229, Subchapter K, 229.164. See details below: 

· Egg Products: An egg producer that sells only ungraded eggs from their own flock may be exempt from licensing from the Texas Department of Agriculture, but must be permitted by the City of Denton. The raw egg shells must be received in refrigerated equipment that maintains an ambient temperature of 45 degrees Fahrenheit or less and stored under mechanical refrigeration at 45 degrees Fahrenheit or less and meet the requirements of the Texas Administrative Code (TAC) Title 25, Chapter 229, Subchapter K, 229.164. A Temporary Food Establishment permit is required from the City of Denton for all egg vendors. The application must be completed at least two business days before Market Day. There is a $20.00 application fee. The application can be completed at the city’s website, www.cityofdenton.com or by visiting: http://www.cityofdenton.com/Modules/ShowDocument.aspx?documentid=5283  
· Meat Products: Any vendor interested in selling meat products must have the meat processed under United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) regulations. Specific labeling requirements must also be met (safe food handling instructions, name and address of distributor or packer.) Meat must be stored in a mechanical freezer and meet the requirements of Texas Administrative Code Title 25, Chapter 229, Subchapter K, 229.164.  A Temporary Food Establishment permit is required from the City of Denton for all meat vendors. The application must be completed at least two business days before Market day. There is a $20.00 application fee. The application can be completed at the city’s website, www.cityofdenton.com or by visiting: http://www.cityofdenton.com/Modules/ShowDocument.aspx?documentid=5283  
· Milk Products: Fluid milk, dry milks, and milk products complying with Grade A standards shall be obtained pasteurized and meet the requirements of the Texas Administrative Code Title 25, Chapter 229, Subchapter K, 229.164. A Temporary Food Establishment permit is required from the City of Denton for all milk vendors. The application must be completed at least two business days before Market Day. There is a $20.00 application fee. The application can be completed at the city’s website, www.cityofdenton.com or by visiting: http://www.cityofdenton.com/Modules/ShowDocument.aspx?documentid=5283  
5. No unlabeled foods or foods from any source other than the documented commissary may be sold to the public from a food vendor. Any unlabeled foods, improperly labeled foods, or foods that are found being held at improper temperatures may be detained or immediately condemned by the inspecting officer. Violations may result in citations being issued to the operator and/or owner and revocation of the vendor’s Market permit.
